Block 1: Methodological: advanced methodological competence necessary to prepare and carry out an individual research plan: minimum 10
ECTS.

Block 2: Interdisciplinary: competence necessary for orientation or performance of research on an interdisciplinary level: minimum 4 ECTS.

Block 3: Specialisation: advanced research competence necessary to acquire in-depth knowledge in the area of the discipline where the
individual research plan is pursued and the doctoral thesis is prepared: minimum 20 ECTS.
