In extra situations every PhD candidate may apply for a class with a
tutor from the JU (max. 10h/year, 1 ECTS). Acceptance of the Doctoral
Programme and Director of the School is required. Application has to
be delivered at last 30 days before the beginning of a semester.

After attending the course, students
should be able to better identify and
discuss philosophical problems and
opportunities generated by
technological tools and innovations.
Besides critically assessing the
problems, students should also learn
to offer practical solutions. The
course, having a method of
verification mainly based on class
presentations, is also an occasion to
improve teaching skills. Finally, by
analyzing seminal texts, students will
learn about methods and research
techniques.

The course introduces to the study of the philosophy of
technology. This philosophical discipline only gained
importance in terms of specialized publications and
institutions in the second half of the twentieth century,
after the emergence of atomic energy and nuclear
weapons. However, its origins can be traced back to
Greek philosophy. We will scrutinize both the historical
development of this field of inquiry and the most
pressing issues of our time. As far as history is
concerned, we will pay particular attention to authors
such as Plato, Aristotle, Roger Bacon, Francis Bacon,
Nicholas de Condorcet, Henri de Saint-Simon, Auguste
Comte, Karl Marx, Martin Heidegger, Teilhard de
Chardin, and Michel Foucault. Among the problems and
opportunities currently discussed by philosophers, we
will particularly consider those generated by Artificial
Intelligence, computer science, robotics,
nanotechnology, mechatronics, genetic engineering,
biotechnology, and biomedicine. The problems raised
by technology are mainly ethical, but questions related
to other philosophical areas such as epistemology,
aesthetics, anthropology, ontology, and metaphysics
are not lacking.

(humans) to relate arbitrary symbols with a particular
meaning for the purpose of communication.
Communication occurs through the interaction of different
facets of language, namely visual speech recognition (i.e.,
reading), auditory speech recognition (i.e., listening),
spoken speech production, and the understudied process
of writing. How do humans acquire and use these different
facets of language in an efficient manner? And how is
language organized when someone knows more than one
language?

This course will focus on how these language processes
involved in language production and comprehension are
best studies empirically. We will discuss the phases of
empirical research, from developing a research question to
the interpretation of results. We will pay specific attention
to choosing an experimental research design that fits your
research question, as well as focusing on various other
aspects crucial to psycholinguistic research (e.g., stimulus
selection, randomization, and counterbalancing). This will
be done by discussing classical paradigms (e.g., lexical
decision task, picture-word-interference paradigm, etc.)
that developed the field of experimental psycholinguistics,
as well as novel methods and modifications to existing
paradigms that move the field forward.

The aim of the course is to show the possibilities of
linguistic research that makes use of the experiment. The
language material is obtained from language users. The
researcher determines the research goals and the
conditions for conducting the study, i.e. problem situation,
method of obtaining material, the test group (including the
number of participants), time, method of conducting the
experiment, conditions are subordinated to the goals.
Experimental research in linguistics may concern issues
from various levels of natural language description (from
phonetics to semantics), and may also serve the purpose of
comparative research on specific layers of different
language systems. A linguistic experiment can be designed
and conducted by looking at language from different
theoretical perspectives.

The lecturer has extensive experience in experimental
research in linguistics. The largest study she conducted was
the experiment of free word associations (with a cyclic
structure) carried out on a group of 900 participants, as a
result of which an experimental lexical network of the Polish
language (eksperymentalna sie¢ leksykalna jezyka
polskiego) was created. However, she had previously
obtained linguistic material experimentally for field research
and neurolinguistic research.

We will therefore try to make dialectical transitions and
create tensions between irreducible orders and see if and
how different formulas of experimental thinking, analyzing
and reading work. The methodological question is
therefore an existential question: how can works from the
past become texts of the culture of our time, how a critical
reading from the twentieth century enlivens our present
and the desires contained in it, more or less clearly
articulated. In other words, | would like to treat the
seminar as a joint creation of a field of knowledge arising
from contradictions, antinomies, but also montage,
anachronisms and various forms of presentism.

The course is dedicated mainly to
humanists but also to specialists in
social sciences. It shows the
changing role of arts in the
development of societies. It allows for
a broader look at the issues of
chronology and principles of the
development of Western European
culture.

Music in bygone eras was variously juxtaposed with other
arts. The importance of artistic music, derived from
speculative science in the Middle Ages, and its
connections with Christian culture until the mid-18th
century were defined as the highest level of artistic
spirituality - a kind of fervent prayer.

The secularization of music in the Classicist era redefined
the position of music in relation to other arts. Music
became the binder of the middle class, and as the
Gasamtkunstwerk idea developed - a symbol of high
culture.

For this purpose, during the course, the lecturer will
present his several years of experience (both good and
bad) with, among others, the Preludium and Etiuda
programs of the National Science Center, a semester of
research scholarship at Texas Tech University, and
participation in conferences in countries such as the
United States, United Kingdom, the Netherlands, and

The course aims to improve the number of practical skills
of Ph.D. students that will enable them to perform more
confidently and at ease outside of Poland.

Proposed cases of interview work conducted on the
subject of identity research are relations of field work
on cultural aspects of nationalisms in Central Asian
region of Badakshan( Tajik and Afghan part) and Bengal(
Indian and Bangladeshi side). The work took place in the
period 2009-2011.

The Badakshani case will be discussed upon interviews
conducted on the subject in 2009 in both parts of the
region. These voluminous material will be presented
together with background of established research
problem and specific characteristics of interacting with
people of the region in question.

The case of Bengal though similarly will be supported in
the presentation by research done in 2010-2011 on the
ground . Yet when analysed within the knowledge of
theoretical lectures(1 and 2) it will appear to contain
other qualities than earlier case.

The fifth meeting will include students presentations
prepared upon earlier agreed ( with the lecturer)
subjects.
